Purpose

Undertaking Bible College, people may not necessarily come out healthier and
stronger in their relationship with God. Bible college will often focus on the
academics of Christianity, rather than the spiritual formation of the student. For this
internship, if we just teach the academics of the Christian faith and not build faith,
grow ministry skills and equip people for the great commission; we’ve missed the
mark. This internship will focus on seeing participants faith grow, ministry skills
sharpened and trained for a life of sharing their faith. Furthermore, we want to create
a space where participants can encounter God and be transformed by His power.



Costs
Costs range depending on participation in the Internship, Certificates and Diploma. See
below for the financial breakdowns:

Through Urban Life Church’s partnership with Alphacrucis College, participants in
the Certificate IV programs are able to have a 50% discount (which is included in the
table above). This then brings the price (Certificate IV Ministry [ Leadership]) from
$6200 to $3100. Tuition costs include the fee paid to Alphacrucis to cover the award
content. Textbooks related to the course are not included, there will be six textbooks
required and are available from stores such as Koorong.

The Ascent Internship costs cover participating in Living Free, ACC NSW State
Conference Ticket, Related Texts, Retreat Trip, Coffee Bar expenses and
Miscellaneous expenses.

We understand that this may be a significant financial sacrifice, however we believe
that this is a worthwhile sacrifice that will see transformation. For this reason, we will
make payment plans available to each participant.

Missions Costings

In the costings, missions are not funded and will be self funded. However with that
being said there will be opportunities to do fundraising within the church weekly on
top of a large scale fundraising event to both help you come on the trips and cover
expenses and donations of the trips.




What Does ‘The Ascent’ Look Like?

The Ascent program will run predominately for two days per week from February to December, plus
Sunday Church services, retreats/missions trips and general serving responsibilities/training. The
Ascent will incorporate its own curriculum and Bible College work across these two days (Intended to
be Thursday and Friday). Study, assessments and pre-requisite readings will be completed in your own
time outside of the structured two days (some time will be made for assessments).

The Ascent internship has two core components, academic study via Alphacrucis College and its own
‘The Ascent’ curriculum.

The Ascent Curriculum

The Ascent curriculum is made up of eight components to help you grow in your faith and see
you equipped for the Great Commission.

Biblical Devotion

Throughout the year we will gather as a group one morning a week to study in depth the book of Luke
and Acts. This will be a time of transformation as we look at the narrative of Jesus, the character of
Jesus, the role of the Holy Spirit and the happenings of the early church.

Ministry Training

Sit in our encouraging weekly staff meetings as we share what God has been doing and plan for the
future of the church. Be trained in how to share testimonies, preach, lead small groups, lead ministry
teams and give pastoral care.

Hot Topics

Focussing on topics such as women in the church, end times, sexual ethics, abortion and euthanasia.
This will be taught with not only the intention of becoming more knowledgable in these areas, but to
also be equipped for discussion both with the Christian and also the non Christian. A heavy focus on
finding a gospel conversation through these topics.

Spiritual Gifts
Learn about the Holy Spirit and the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. Throughout the year we will also learn
and practice the practicalities of the Vocal, Revelation and Power Gifts.

Introductions to the Faith

Learn the essentials to the faith and what Urban Life Church believes. Covering Creation, Sin, the Law,
Jesus, the Resurrection, Faith and Works, the role of the Holy Spirit, Baptism, Heaven and Hell.

Evangelism

Grow in evangelism skills from learning about different theories and methods of evangelism. From
power evangelism, to compassionate evangelism, to apologetic evangelism. Not only will you be
learning and sharpening skills for evangelism, but also encouraging and equipping you with boldness
to share the Gospel.

Self Disciplines

Learn and explore Spiritual Formation, Connecting with God and Emotionally Healthy Spirituality.
Learn how to read your Bible, learn about your emotional health and its connection to spirituality,
ways to connect with God, and learn about your personality and serving gifting. Participate in a
weekend retreat focussed around spiritual formation and drawing closer to God. Participate in Urban
Life Church’s Living Free Program and walk into the freedom that is available to you. You will also be
mentored/coached (1 hour session per week) in your chosen ministry stream (Administration,
Children’s Ministry, Community Engagement and Missions, Creative and Media Ministry, Hospitality,
Leadership, Pastoral Care, Worship Ministry, Young Adults Ministry and Youth Ministry).

Practical

Participate in a key role in your chosen ministry
stream. Apply what you have learnt and grown
in on ‘Intern Sunday’ at Urban Life Church as
you lead the church in worship, service leading,
communion, sharing testimonies, hospitality,
planning and preaching. Do missionary work
locally through Food Care, Kids Hope, Red
Frogs, SRE, SCKC and SYNC camps. Regionally
through Red Frogs and an Indigenous missions
trip and internationally* (*Pending COVID-19
Restrictions) in Indonesia.




Ministry Streams

At the beginning of ‘The Ascent’ you will choose a ministry stream to complete your college practicals,
minister and be mentored/coached in. As you serve in these ministries you will not just be a helping
hand, but rather play a key role or undertake a special project related to the ministry. At the beginning
of ‘The Ascent’ Internship, we will explore the different personalities, serving gifting’s and implications
of emotions health on each of these ministry streams. By exploring these concepts they will hopefully
give more insight to what ministry stream you may be interested in. There will be a variety of ministry
streams to choose from, as seen below:

Administration
Join the team of church administration, church data base systems, finance and events planning.

Children’s Ministry

Join the team in the runnings of children’s ministry, preaching, worship, games and administration.

Community Engagement and Missions
Join with teams across from Food Care, Red Frogs, SRE Teaching, Kids Hope and Christmas Carols.

Creative and Media Ministry
Join with the team to go deeper with the arts, dance, photography, sound, media and social media.

Hospitality

Join the welcome, hosting and events teams as you go deeper with the importance of hospitality.

Leadership
Be discipled in all things leadership, focussing on leading people and building people.

Pastoral Care
Learn to give care to people in need and grow in interpersonal skills.

Worship Ministry

Participate and lead in our Worship Team, sharpen skills and learn the essentials of worship.

Young Adults Ministry
Join the Young Adults team as they lead the PM services and build community.

Youth Ministry
Join the youth team and play a key role in the planning and ministry to the young people.
